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Section 25. The Charity Fund from the PLB shall be distributed on a monthly basis in the following
percentages of the Net Sales/Receipts for their respective health programs, medical assistance and
services, charitable undertakings, charities of nationai charactei.

Article VIl

PLB Tickets/Receipts, Winnings, Restrictions

Section 26. Operators shall use the official tickets/receipts either printed by the POST, or the pre-printed
tickets/receipts in accordance with the prescribed form and design, as the case may be.

Section 27. The Ticket/Receipt is a bearer instrument. Thus, the holder is presumed to be its owner.
PCSO and/or the Operator or any of their officers/employees shall not be responsible for lost
tickets/receipts.

Section 28. A Ticket/Receipt containing the winning combination for a particular draw shall be paid the
corresponding prize provided the following circumstances concur:

a. It contains the winning series/combination of numbers for that particular draw, date and time;
b. It is complete in all pertinent aspects;
& It is free from any alteration, mutilation, erasures, markings, irregularity or any other sign of

tampering; and,
d. It is verified and dedared authentic by the Operator.

Any complaint on unpaid winning tickets/receipts shall be brought in writing to the PCSO, whose
decision shall be final and unappealable.

Section 29. Winners shall claim their prizes from the Operator which issued the ticket/receipt. Prizes not
claimed within one (1) year from draw date shall be forfeited and shall be remitted to the PCSO to
form part of its PCSO Charity Fund.

ﬁ Section 30. No prize shall be paid to or redeemed by any person under the age of eighteen (18) years.

Section 31. Operator shall be solely responsible for paying the winning tickets/receipis. Any deficiency in

the Prize Fund shall be shouldered by the Operator.

Articie IX
Grounds for Suspension/Cancellation/Revocation/Termination of the PLB Agreement

Section 32. The PCSO Board may suspend, cancel, revoke or terminate the PIB Agreement of any
Operator on any of the following grounds:

a. Failure to organize and commence the PLB in the areas assigned within a period of thirty (30) days
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b. Failure to submit any document and comply with any requirement of PCSO within the required
period;

c. Failure to secure prior approval for any change in the ownership, Members of the Board and/ or
officers of the Operator;

d. Unauthorized/Unjustified suspension or termination of operation for more than three (3) days;
e. Failure to reach the PMRR for three (3) months within any six-month period;
f. Failure or refusal to pay the legitimate winning ticket/receipt despite its due presentation, or decision

of the PCSO, as the case may be;

g. Commission of fraudulent acts or misrepresentations, such as, but not limited to:
1. Supplying false information regarding itself or its owners;
2. Providing false or incorrect information on any pertinent fact regarding the PLB and

management thereof;
3. Manipulation of the betting, collection, draw and payment process.

h. Violation of any provision of these Rules and Regulations, and of pertinent and relevant PCSO
issuances, directives, memoranda or circulars, and existing applicable laws;

i Violation of any of the provisions contained in the PLB Agreement; and,

I Commission of any act or causing/creating any situation by the Operator and/or its officers and
employees, whether intentional or not, that may be prejudicial to PCSO as may be determined by the
PCSO Board of Directors.

Section 33. PCSO shall notify the Operator in writing of its decision to suspend/cancel/terminate or
revoke the PLB Agreement and forfeit the Performance Bond. The Operator, in turn, has fifteen (15)
days from receipt thereof within which to contest said decision in accordance with the procedures
hereinafter promulgated. The resolution by the PCSO of said contest shall be final and unappealable.

Article X
Miscellaneous Provisions

Section 34. No officer or employee of the PCSO or any relative within the second degree of consanguinity
or affinity may be a stockholder or employee of any PLB Operator.

Section 35. No PLB operation shall be used for partisan political purposes and activities.

Section 36. These Rules and Regulations may be modified, amended or supplemented as the need arises,
or as the situation may require, through the issuance of an appropriate resolution by the PCSO Board
of Directors, upon the recommendation of its Chairperson or the General Manager.

Section 37. All existing rules and regulations, board resolutions, drculars, memoranda, and directives
from the PCSO inconsistent with these Rules and Regulations, if any, are hereby amended, revoked,
repealed or superseded.
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Section 38. These Rules and Regulations shall take effect immediately upon approval by the PCSO@E@:\M
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ARTICLE XI
Transitory Provisions

Section 39. All present STL Operators who were granted the authority to conduct STL operations prior to
the effectivity of these Rules and Regulations, must signify their intention to convert their operations
and comply with the mandatory requirements for the PLB as provided in these rules and regulations
by 15 February 2011. Those signifying their intentions to convert must execute the PLB Agreement on
or before 28 February 2011.

The authority of any STL Operator not signifying its intention to convert to the PLB, or failed to
execute the PLB Agreement, shall be terminated on 01 March 2011.

Section 40. All converting STL operators shall immediately commence the conversion of their STL
operations to the PLB and be given until 30 April 2011 to be fully compliant therewith. By 01 May
2011, the PLB Agreement of any converting STL Operator not in compliance with these Rules and
Regulations shall be cancelled and its operation shall be considered illegal.
