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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Our Mission, Our Commitment

The Philippine Charity Sweepstakes Office (PCSO) has always been the
principal government agency for raising and providing funds for health programs,
medical assistance and services, and charities of national character thru the holding
and conduct of lotteries and similar activities, in such frequency and manner, as shall
be determined, and subject to such rules and regulations as shall be promulgated by
the Board of Directors (Section 1, RA 1169, as amended by Batas Pambansa Bilang
42 and Presidential Decree No. 1157).

Being true to our mandate, PCSO generated a total of P17,271,194,580.65 from
all its game products for the 3 quarter of CY 2018. This is 25% higher than the
revenues generated by the Agency within the same period of last year 2017. The Lotto
and Digit Games are still the highest earners in terms of retail receipts in the amount
of P8,702,841,480.00, followed by the Small Town Lottery (STL) with
P7,410,316,120.65. Meanwhile, Keno posted retail receipts amounting to
P915,816,980.00 and the Instant Sweepstakes came in next with P242,220,000.00.
It is noteworthy to emphasize that the STL marked a whopping 76% increase in sales
compared to the 3 quarter of 2017 while the Lotto and Digit games posted a 5%
increase in revenues during the same period.

From the total revenues of
PCSO, 30% is allocated to the £
various charity programs,
projects and activities of the
Agency. In fact, for the 3
guarter of 2018, PCSO was able
to provide assistance to 127,005
beneficiaries under the Individual
Medical Assistance Program

On the other hand,
STL shares in the amount of more than P422 Million were given to various
cities/municipalities, congressional districts, provinces, the PNP and CIDG. The
primary purpose of the STL shares is to aid local governments’ health and charity
programs and projects.

INTRODUCTION

Pursuant to Section 6, Republic Act No. 1169, as amended
(PCSO Charter), the net receipts of the Agency shall be
divided into the following funds:

1 55% (Prize Fund)
1 30% (Charity Fund) and
1 15% (Operating Fund)

The Prize Fund, which is 55% of the net receipts, is used for the payment of prizes,
including those for owners and jockeys of running horses and sellers of winning tickets.
This is a trust liability account. Unclaimed prizes or balances in Prize Fund reverts and
forms part of the Charity Fund after one (1) year.

The Operating Fund forms 15% of the revenue allocation, which is used to support
the day-to-day operating/maintenance and capital expenditures of the PCSO. If there
is a balance on the Operating Fund at the end of the fiscal year, it reverts and forms
part of the Charity Fund.

The Charity Fund, 30% of the PCSO net receipts, is a trust and liability account used
exclusively to finance and support health programs, medical assistance and services
and/or charities of national character.

To generate funds for health programs and charities of national character through
charity sweepstakes races, lotteries and other similar activities.

PCSO shall be present in every province conducting efficient gaming operations and
providing responsive medical assistance and charity services by 2022.

For the 3 quarter of 2018, PCSO generated
a total of P17,271,194,580.65 from its Lotto,
Digit Games, Keno, Small Town Lottery, and
Instant Sweepstakes. This is 25% higher than
the revenues from PCSO games in the third
quarter of 2017, which amounted to only
P13,872,037,404.62.

Lotto and Digit Games gained the highest retail
receipts amounting to P8,702,841,480.00,
followed by the Small Town Lottery which
yielded a total of P7,410,316,120.65, compared
to only P4,205,733,294.62 in 2017 which is 76%
higher. Meanwhile, retail receipts of Keno
amounted to P915,816,980.00, while Instant
Sweepstakes got P242,220,000.00 as revenues

II. FUND PROVISION

A. INDIVIDUAL MEDICAL ASSISTANCE PROGRAM (IMAP)

The Individual Medical Assistance Program
(IMAP) is PCSO’s flagship medical assistance
program which extends financial assistance for
medical and hospitalization expenses of in need
and sick Filipinos, regardless of class or status,
through the issuance of guarantee letters (GLs) to
partner public and private hospitals.

From July 1 to September 30, 2018, a total of
127,005 patients were served all over the country,
which is 29% higher than the number of patients
assisted during the same period of 2017.
Furthermore, the amount of IMAP assistance
allocated amounting to P2,136,652,511.54 is 8%
higher compared to the amount of assistance
granted during the third quarter of 2017. The table
below shows the monthly distribution of IMAP
assistance:

Further, in terms of the nature of
requests, confinement was the top
requested assistance with 50,620
patients served from July 1 to
September 30, 2018, followed by the
request for medicines with 33,453
beneficiaries. Dialysis and
Chemotherapy came in third and fourth
respectively with 12,670 and 12,616
patients served during the third quarter
of 2018 respectively. Meanwhile,
11,088 patients requested  for
laboratory and diagnostic procedures,
while 2,816 patients were given implant/prosthesis/medical devices. Lastly, 3,742
beneficiaries asked for other requests such as radiation treatment, surgery, laser
treatment, medical appliances, therapy, and transplant.

C. MEDICAL AND DENTAL MISSION

From July 1 to September 30, 2018, a total of 1,790 patients benefitted from the
Medical and Dental Mission in various parts of the country, compared to only 230
patients during the same period of 2017.
