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Executive Summary

Introduction

The first quarter accomplishment report for 2021 is prepared for purposes of
fulfilling the Agency's reporting accountabilities to the Office of the President and to
the Governance Commission on Government-Owned or -Controlled Corporations.
The report covers the operational and administrative accomplishments, contributions
to nation-building, and results of the customer feedback mechanisms of the Philippine
Charity Sweepstakes Office (PCSO) for the period January to March 2021.

About PCSO

The mandate of the Philippine Charity Sweepstakes Office (PCSO) is two-
pronged: 1) the conduct of lottery games to raise revenue, and 2) to provide funds for
health-, medical-, and welfare-related activities and charities of national character.
Under the PCSO Chatrter, specifically Section 6 of Republic Act (RA) No. 1169, as
amended, two percent (2%) of the Agency's retail receipts are allocated for the printing
costs. The net receipts, which are receipts of the Agency net of the printing costs, are
subsequently allocated into three (3) specific funds: Prize, Charity, and Operating.

Fund Generation Activities

PCSO generates funds through all its gaming activities such as Lotto, Small
Town Lottery (STL), Keno, and Instant Sweepstakes (Traditional and Scratch It).
However, on March 29, 2021, NCR plus such as Metro Manila and the nearby
provinces of Bulacan, Cavite, Laguna and Rizal were put under ECQ status.

Like many institutions that rely on public patronage, PCSO operations were
affected by the pandemic brought about by the coronavirus disease 2019 (COVID-19).
Adhering to the IATF reclassification of NCR Plus into ECQ have brought negative
impact to the revenue activities of PCSO where only P11.24 billion was generated
which is comparatively lower than the target of P11.59 billion.

To address the negative impact brought by the IATF reclassification of NCR
Plus, the PCSO have the intention to explore other betting platforms to improve the
revenue generation.

The agency likewise produced fifteen (15) jackpot winners amounting to a
total of P860.699 million as prizes.

Fund Provision Activities

From January to March 2021, the PCSO provided P529.043 million as health-
and medical-related assistance to 91,333 Individuals, 31 LGUs and 41 Health /
Government Facilities. PCSO provides funds through the Medical Assistance Program
or MAP, Calamity Assistance Program, Endowment Fund Program, Institutional
Partnership, Medical Transport Vehicle Donation Program, Medicine Donation
Program and among others.
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The MAP provides assistance to persons with health-related problems in
partnership with government and private hospitals, health facilities, medicine retailers,
and other partners. Services covered by the program are confinement, chemotherapy,
dialysis (Hemo/PD/EPO), and medicines.

Patients availing of the MAP are typically serviced through PCSO offices and
Malasakit Centers nationwide. For the first quarter, the PCSO released P408.754
Million as MAP assistance to 57,353 individuals.

From January to March 2021, the PCSO likewise granted a total of P21.585
million as calamity assistance to various LGUs affected by disasters and
government hospitals to aid in the fight against the COVID-19 pandemic and
benefitting at least 30,896 families. A total of 19 LGUs benefited in the Calamity
Assistance Program for the first quarter, these LGUs were all under Region 13 which
were affected by typhoon and one government hospital (PNP Health Service 13) was
assisted for Covid-19 response.

The Agency also has an Endowment Fund Program that provides funding
assistance to government hospitals and other health facilities to make medical
services more accessible to Filipinos. For the first quarter of 2021, P73 million was
released to thirty-one (31) hospitals.

For the same period, PCSO donated two (2) units of ambulance or patient
transport vehicles (PTVs) to LGUs in Region 2 and 3, respectively and one (1)
Emergency Medical Service Vehicle to Region 12. Overall, the donation for this quarter
amounted to P5.518 million which is lower compared to last year& donation which is
P58 million.

Corporate Social Responsibility

The thrust of PCSO's corporate social responsibility (CSR) initiatives for 2021
is to assist indigents, marginalized communities, and those who are suffering from
distress or calamities by providing food/relief packs, emergency kits, and hygiene Kits.

The pandemic and the resulting quarantines have affected the implementation
of PCSO's planned CSR activities. However, this challenge did not stop PCSO to
continue its commitment to the public. PCSO continued to distribute food packs, face
masks, gloves, and disinfecting solutions to frontliners and other offices.

For the first quarter of 2021, the PCSO donated a total amount of P6.759
million in terms of family food/relief packs for 5,058 families affected by fire incidents
and hygiene kits/food packs for 3,210 beneficiaries for displaced workers and other
partnership with organizations, LGUs and Agencies.
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Compliance with Mandatory Contributions

PCSO disbursed a total of P88.542 million to comply with mandatory
contributions for various institutions, as stipulated by laws and issuances.

RA 11223 or the UHC Act stipulates that PCSO is to remit 40% of its Charity
Fund net of documentary stamp tax payments and mandatory contributions. For the
first two (2) years of UHC implementation, PCSO is required to remit 50% of the 40%
UHCfundpoo. The Agencyds contributions to t
of 2021 earmarked at P185.380 million.

In terms of shares, the PCSO released a total of P63.447 million of lotto shares
and a total pf P3.683 million as STL shares for the quarter.

Administrative Accomplishments

For this quarter, there were 7, 346 Lotto agents and 1,074 Keno agents
nationwide. Also, as of March 31, 2021, there were 60 operational STL Authorized
Agent Corporations (AACs) nationwide which provided jobs for 177, 926 sales
representatives or cobradores, and 15, 098 sales supervisors or caboes.

For the Human Resources, the Agency hired one (1) Executive Assistant VI
and one (1) Board Secretary V, and promoted five (5) Department Managers and one
(1) Assistant General Manager. Moreover, there were five (5) trainings conducted for
149 PCSO employees.

Contributions to Nation-Building

PCSO contributes to nation-building by diligently paying its taxes to the Bureau
of Internal Revenue (BIR). The Agency paid for January to March 2021, a total of P2.7
billion. Bulk of the portion of the taxes paid represents the documentary stamp tax
which is P2.249 billion

For this quarter, there were 631 feedback received from our PCSO social media
accounts. Out of this number, 494 were addressed and resolved and 137 were
referred to concern offices and partnered institutions for action.

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l. Introduction

This report covers the operational and administrative accomplishments,

Il. About PCSO

The mandate of the Philippine Charity Sweepstakes Office (PCSO) is two-
pronged: 1) the conduct of lottery games to raise revenue, and 2) to provide funds for
health-, medical-, and welfare-related activities and charities of national character.

Vision

PCSO is the principal government agency engaging the society towards
sustainable fund generation for health programs and charities of national character.

Mission

Revenue Allocation
Under the PCSO Charter, specifically Section 6 of Republic Act (RA) No. 1169,
as amended, two percent (2%) of the Agency's retail receipts are allocated for the

printing costs (Figure 1). The net receipts, which are receipts of the Agency net of the
printing costs, are subsequently allocated into three (3) specific funds (Figure 2).

The Prize Fund, which is 55% of the net receipts, is used to pay prizes,
including those for owners and jockeys of running horses and sellers of winning tickets.
The fund is a trust liability account. Unclaimed prizes or balances in the Prize Fund
revert to and form part of the Charity Fund after one (1) year.

The Charity Fund, which is 30% of the PCSO net receipts, is a trust liability
account used exclusively to finance and support health programs, medical assistance
and services, and/or charities of national character.

The Operating Fund forms 15% of the revenue allocation and is used to
support the PCSO's day-to-day operating/maintenance and capital expenditures.
Unutilized Operating Fund at the end of the fiscal year becomes part of the Charity
Fund.

[ll. PCSO 1st Quarter 2021 Operational Accomplishments

A. Fund Generation Activities

The PCSO through all its gaming activities such as Lotto, Small Town Lottery
(STL), Keno, and Instant Sweepstakes (Traditional and Scratch It) generated a total
of P11.24 billion for the 15t quarter of 2021. This however fell short with the first quarter
target of P11.59 billion due to pandemic and travel restrictions within the Philippines.
Two factors were identified that impacted the revenue of PCSO: First, on March 22,
2021, NCR Plus was reverted back to ECQ and adhering to the IATF directives for
ECQ areas affect the revenue as Lotto and other digit games as well as STL for those
affected areas were suspended. Second, the effect of pandemic has brought
unemployment hence the decreased in sales.

In comparison, PCSO's total receipts earned from games for the first quarter of

2021 vis-a-vis the 2021 receipts resulted to a twenty-one percent (21%) increase
compared to the previous year. (see Table 1).

To address the inadequate revenue generation for the first quarter based on its
guarterly targets, the PCSO aims to explore other betting platforms other than the
traditional fixed terminals for possibility of augmenting the sales deficiency.

The lotto and digit games remain to be the cornerstone of the PCSO in
generating revenue. The lotto games alone contributed to P3.574 billion for the first
guarter, having the grand lotto 6/55 the highest revenue of P1.052 billion as shown in
table 2.

B. Jackpot Winners Produced

The PCSO awarded a total amount of P860.699 million to fifteen (15) winners
of the Ultra lotto 6/58, Grand Lotto 6/55, Mega lotto 6/45, Lotto 6/42, and Super Lotto
6/49 during the first quarter of 2021. There were three (3) jackpot winners for the 6/58
with a total number of winnings amounting to P302.060 million, one (1) winner from
the 6/55 amounting to P298.773 million, four (4) winners for the 6/49 with a total
amount of P143.940 million, two (2) winners from 6/45 amounting to P48.388 million
and five (5) winners for 6/42 with a total amount of P67.536 million, respectively.

From January to March 2021, the PCSO provided P529.043 million as health-
and medical-related assistance to 91,333 Individuals, 31 LGUs and 41 Health /
Government Facilities. PCSO provides funds through the Medical Assistance Program
or MAP, Calamity Assistance Program, Endowment Fund Program, Institutional
Partnership, Medical Transport Vehicle Donation Program, Medicine Donation
Program and among others. Table 3 shows the summary of performance of PCSQO's
charity programs and services for the reporting period.

The succeeding sections shows the accomplishments of PCSO's fund provision
activities through its programs and services.

1. Medical Access Program (MAP)

The MAP provides assistance to persons with health-related problems in
partnership with government and private hospitals, health facilities, medicine retailers,
and other partners. Services covered by the program are confinement, chemotherapy,
dialysis (Hemo/PD/EPQO), and medicines.
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Patients availing of the MAP are typically serviced through PCSO offices and
Malasakit Centers nationwide. For the first quarter, the PCSO released PhP408.754
Million as MAP assistance to 57,353 individuals (Table 4).

More male beneficiaries (29,080 or 51%) than females (28,273 or 49%)
received assistance from the MAP for the 15t quarter of 2021 (Figure 6).

Confinement remains to be the highest request of assistance at 53.84% while
Epo Medicine contributed to 28.09%. (Table 4 and Figure 7). Chemo drugs/therapy
ranks third with 6,630 requests (16.5%). Hemodialysis/Peritoneal dialysis, hemophilia,
and post-operative medicines are the other types of medical assistance sought from
PCSO.

MALASAKIT CENTER, a one-stop shop for all government medical and financial assistance for all Filipinos,
particularly the poor and indigent patients is known to be non-partisan, convenient, free of charge, accessible and
shall have a standard system of availment of assistance.

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families. (See Annex A. Calamity Assistance Breakdown per LGU and Government
Hospital)

A total of 19 LGUs benefited in the Calamity Assistance Program for the first
quarter, these LGUs were all under Region 13 which were affected by typhoon and
one government hospital (PNP Health Service 13) was assisted for Covid-19
response. Note however, that the breakdown by sex of this figure could not be
ascertained as of reporting time.

The total donation for this
guarter is amounted to P5.518 million which is 91% lower than in the first quarter of
2020 (Table 9).
